SCHOLARSHIP MONIES 

1. The scholarship monies awarded to the winners is 
dependent upon need and strength of 4-H 
activities. Although there is no set limit for 
scholarship amounts, the grants often range 
between $250 to $800. 

V. PAYMENT OF SCHOLARSHIP 

1. The scholarship money is given to the winner in the 
form of a check made payable to the college or 
university at a time which the winner designates. 
Full or partial payment may be designated. 

The 4-H Youth Development Program uses a learn-by-

doing approach to enable youth to develop the 

knowledge, attitudes and skills they need to become 

competent, caring and contributing citizens of the world.

I. ELIGIBILITY. 

To be eligible for a scholarship, one must: 

1. be a present or former member of the Atlantic 
County 4-H Program who has completed at least 
three years of 4-H club work. 

2. be enrolled in a college or institution of higher 
learning. 

3. have a positive need for financial assistance. 
4. complete a current application form. 
5. not have previously received a scholarship from 4-H 

Fair Association. 

II. APPLICATION 

1. Application forms are available from the Atlantic 
County 4-H Office or on the website after January 1 
each year. To obtain a form, one should

respective high school graduations.
